5. OLD BUSINESS
5.1. Initial Study/Proposed Mitigated Negative Declaration- Magalia Paradise Lake Loop Trail – Staff

seek Board acceptance of the Magalia Paradise Loop Trail Initial Study/Proposed Mitigated Negative 
Declaration as required under the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA).  Recommendation: 
Accept the CEQA Initial Study/Proposed Mitigated Negative Declaration and authorize the District 
Manager to sign associated declarations on behalf of the District. 

6. NEW BUSINESS
6.1. Approve Resolution #23-10-1-532 for the purchase of property at 6220 Clark Road – Following the

complete loss of the District’s maintenance shop during the 2018 Camp Fire, the District set up a 
temporary facility at Bille Park to house the crew, maintenance tools, and equipment. Because of 
potentially costly upgrades at the original facility, the District has sought and found property in a 
promising location to meet needs (6220 Clark Road, Paradise; APN 053-040-038).  The District 
seeks authority to move forward with the rebuild process.  Recommendation: (A) Approve 
Resolution #23-09-2-532 and B) Authorize staff to forward with the development of a Design 
Build approach to rebuild the District Maintenance Shop.  

6.2. Approve Resolution #23-10-2-533-State Parks Outdoor Equity Grant. – Anne Smith sought out an 
opportunity to receive grant funds through the Outdoor Equity Grants Program, that could provide 
additional funding for the Districts Elements program. The District is looking for authorization through 
a resolution to submit the application.  Recommendation: Approve Resolution #23-10-2-533. 
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6.3. Approve the Nexus Study Proposal. – Blair Aas from SCIConsultingGroup (“SCI”) submitted a 
proposal to provide a Park Impact Fee Nexus Study Update (“Nexus Study”) and related consulting 
services for the District.  The Nexus Study would establish the legal and policy basis for updating the 
District’s park impact fees.  Recommendation: Approve the submitted proposal and allow the District 
Manager to enter into an agreement with SCIConsultingGroup.

Board Chairperson Steve Rodowick called the Regular Meeting of the Paradise Recreation and Park 
District Board of Directors to order at 6:00p.m.  
 
1.1 PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE: 
Chairperson Rodowick led the Pledge of Allegiance. 
 
1.2 ROLL CALL:

Chairperson Rodowick welcomed guests.

2.  PUBLIC COMMENT:  
 
Citizen Stonebraker commended the Nature Forest Therapy walks and stated that a bike rack is needed at 
the Terry Ashe Recreation Center and the Districts other facilities. 
 
Citizen Rauen thanked the Board and PRPD staff for coming to Magalia for their Board meeting. 
 
Citizen Reeves asked if there were other times to make a public comment. 
 
3.   CONSENT AGENDA:  
3.1. Board Minutes:   Regular Meeting of August 9, 2023

A. Safety Committee Meeting of August 17, 2023

Chairperson Rodowick asked if there were any items that needed to be pulled for discussion. Director 
McGreehan asked to pull Item 3.1.  

Chairperson Rodowick then asked for a motion for the Consent Agenda with the removal of Item 3.1 

MOTION: 
Secretary Bellefeuille moved to approve the Consent Agenda with the removal of Item 3.1. Director 
McGreehan seconded the motion, and the motion carried with 5 ayes. 

ROLL CALL VOTE: 
Chairperson Rodowick, aye; Vice-Chairperson Anderson, aye; Secretary Bellefeuille, aye; Director 
McGreehan, aye; Director Goodlin, aye. 

Chairperson Rodowick then brought Item 3.1 back for discussion. Director McGreehan stated that there 
were some minor text corrections that need to be shared for the record. Board Clerk Hoffman went through 
the corrections made.  

Chairperson Rodowick then asked for a motion to approve Item 3.1 as corrected. 

MOTION: 
Director McGreehan moved to approve Item 3.1. Secretary Bellefeuille seconded the motion, and the 
motion carried with 5 ayes. 

ROLL CALL VOTE: 
Chairperson Rodowick, aye; Vice-Chairperson Anderson, aye; Secretary Bellefeuille, aye; Director 
McGreehan, aye; Director Goodlin, aye. 

4. COMMITTEE REPORTS:
4.1. Finance Committee of August 18, 2023. – The committee met to discuss the consideration of
opening a new account with Tri- Counties Bank and to consider an MOU with the Butte Fire Safe
Council.

Vice- Chairperson Anderson briefly went over what was discussed at the meeting and stated that the item 
was on the agenda for tonight's meeting. 

4.2. Recreation and Park Committee of August 23 ,2023. – The meeting was cancelled at the start 
due to a lack of a quorum. 
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Chairperson Rodowick stated that the meeting was tabled for another time when there would be a quorum. 

5. OLD BUSINESS:
5.1. Update on Lakeridge and Community Engagement. – Staff would like to give an update on
Lakeridge Park and future community engagement (Information Only).

District Manager Efseaff introduced the item and Assistant District Manager Sweeney added to the 
introduction. She then talked about the Lakeridge Park property work that the California Conservation 
Corps has done and that another 11 acres of fuels reduction that will be done in October.  

Secretary Bellefeuille asked about a timeline for the park and that maybe it should be reshared with the 
public. District Manager Efseaff provided feedback. Assistant District Manager Sweeney also gave 
some feedback on why the process has moved slower than anticipated. 

Director McGreehan stated that the District is underway with the park project’s environmental study. 

Chairperson Rodowick then asked if there were any public comments. Members of the public comment 
regarding Lakeridge Park, needing more communication, and that the District needs to be more diligent 
in following the published park project timeline. 

Chairperson Rodowick then asked if there were any further public comments or comments from the 
Board. There were none. 

6. NEW BUISNESS
6.1. Community Resilience Center Grant Program. – Staff are preparing a proposal for grant
funding that would allow the Recreation Center at Lakeridge Park to serve as a Resilience Center
with an increase in size and functionality.  Development of the center is consistent with the Butte
County’s Upper Ridge Community Plan.  If awarded funding, the facility could serve residents
everyday needs for recreation, activities, programs, events, workshops, trainings, meetings, partner
services, and an important asset during extreme weather events or other incidents.
Recommendation: Adopt Resolution #23-09-1-531.

District Manager Efseaff introduced the item and then Assistant District Manager Sweeney explained 
what the grant was and what it offers. She also explained what else a Resiliency Center could be used for. 

District Manager Efseaff gave some insight into the Resiliency Centers he has visited. Then Director 
McGreehan gave some information on how we got to this point, explaining the preliminary grant 
application process.  

There was extensive conversation between the Board and staff about the application deadline coming 
soon, whether this will affect the District sticking to the timeline, the county’s thoughts on a Resiliency 
Center in Magalia, when the award would be given, and if the grant requires support letters. District  
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Manager Efseaff and Assistant Manager Sweeney did their best to provide responses during the 
conversation.  

Chairperson Rodowick then asked if there were any public comments. There were several comments and 
questions from members of the public about not needing or wanting a Resiliency Center, who will pay for 
the upkeep of the facility, what would a partnership look like in this situation, why would we duplicate 
something that already exists in Magalia, and if the District has looked at data to see who even uses the 
Public Safety Power Shut off (PSPS) stations. Staff provided feedback to the questions. 

Director Goodlin and an attending citizen then both made comments on not just the current needs of the 
community, but also what the future needs look like and that the grant money is going to go somewhere 
either way; and asked why not try to get it for Magalia and Lakeridge Park? 

Chairperson Rodowick then asked if there were any further public comments or comments from the Board. 
There were none. 

MOTION: 
Director McGreehan moved to adopt Resolution #23-09-1-531. Director Goodlin seconded the motion, 
and the motion carried with 5 ayes. 

ROLL CALL VOTE: 
Chairperson Rodowick, aye; Vice-Chairperson Anderson, aye; Secretary Bellefeuille, aye; Director 
McGreehan, aye; Director Goodlin, aye. 

6.2. Authorize Opening a Tri- Counties Bank Account. – Staff have explored other local banking 
options with minimal costs to meet the District’s banking needs.  Tri Counties Bank provides a 
variety of services and accounts that meet District needs with favorable interest rates and cost 
structure.  Recommendation: Authorize staff to open accounts with Tri Counties Bank. 

District Manager Efseaff introduced the item and explained why the District is looking into other banking 
options. Sonny Ventimiglio then introduced himself and gave some background information on Tri-
Counties Bank. 

The Board then began asking questions like: what is a commercial analysis account and has the bank ever 
given money to Magalia Community Park? Sonny provided feedback. 

District Manager Efseaff stated that the Finance Committee asked a lot of great questions and had a great 
conversation with the Tri- Counties Bank Staff. Director McGreehan then stated that the Finance 
Committee was very impressed with the options offered.  

Chairperson Rodowick asked if there were any public comments. A citizen asked questions about Tri-
Counties Bank and what the District had in their operations account at the moment. District Staff provided 
feedback. 

District Accountant Merrifield then added some information about the account we have at Mechanics 
Bank at the current time, and the fees that are charged there.  
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Chairperson Rodowick then asked if there were any further public comments or comments from the Board. 
There were none. 
MOTION: 
Director McGreehan moved to authorize staff to open accounts with Tri Counties Bank. Vice-Chairperson 
Anderson seconded the motion, and the motion carried with 5 ayes.

6.3. Authorize District Manager to Enter Into Lease Agreement – The District has diligently been 
looking for additional office space. We have multiple people in 3 of our office spaces and as we 
continue to onboard, we are at space capacity. The District has found a space close to the Terry 
Ashe Recreation Center and there is a chance to lease a great space that could house several staff 
members. Recommendation: A) Authorize the District Manager to sign the lease for 6529 Skyway 
or B) to find and sign a lease for a different property if no longer available.  
 
District Manager Efseaff introduced the item and explained why the District is looking for additional 
office space.  Board Clerk Hoffman then gave some information on the building that was being discussed. 
 
Board Clerk Hoffman also explained that currently the District has a storage unit with donated office 
furniture. If the District moves forward with the lease agreement, the furniture will be used in the 
additional office space and the storage unit lease will be ended.  
 
The Board then asked questions regarding parking at the building, if the District budgeted for this, and if 
the District had a utility cost to provide. Both District Manager Efseaff and Board Clerk Hoffman gave 
feedback.  
 
Director McGreehan noted that there was an error in the address and to make sure that was corrected 
before signing the lease agreement. 
 
Chairperson Rodowick asked if there were any public comments. Citizen Stonebraker made a brief 
comment on the office space and utilizing the facility more. 
 
Chairperson Rodowick then asked if there were any further comments from the Board. There were none. 
He then asked for a motion.

Secretary Bellefeuille moved to A) Authorize the District Manager to sign the lease for 6529 Skyway or 
B) to find and sign a lease for a different property if no longer available. Chairperson Rodowick seconded 
the motion, and the motion carried with 5 ayes.

District Account Merrifield gave a brief verbal report on District finances and the District’s CalPERS 
account. 
 
Mark Supervisor Cobb gave a verbal report on his maintenance crew. He talked about all the painting that 
Dave Ricca is doing at the TARC, the bridge being redone at Bille Park, and the RC track being fixed. 
 
Recreation Supervisor Amick gave an update on the Elements program, he briefly talked about the 75th 
anniversary party, and then mentioned information about an inclusivity training that would be coming up. 
 
There was a brief comment made by Chairperson Rodowick on the painting of the storage container at the 
lake.  Recreation Supervisor Amick stated that it was Park Supervisor Cobbs crew that did that, but that 
high school students will be coming and adding a mural to it.    
 
Recreation Supervisor Dailey gave an update on the pool. He talked about adult softball and the upcoming 
tournaments. He stated that Judo is still going on in Concow and that there are two new Tiny Tots staff 
coming on board to help teacher Lori. Jeff then introduced Tyler Woodcox (Recreation Leader III) to talk 
about his programs. Tyler went through the programs he runs and what he would like to do in the future.

Community.

Summary 
Staff seek Board acceptance of the Magalia Paradise Loop Trail Initial Study as required under the California 
Environmental Quality Act (CEQA).  

Recommendation: Accept the Magalia Paradise Loop Trail Initial Study/Proposed Mitigated Negative 
Declaration and authorize the District Manager to sign the Mitigated Negative Declaration on behalf of the 
District. 

1. Background 
At the September 23, 2020, Board of Directors meeting the Board approved resolution #20-09-1-486 and authorized 
the District Manager to submit a proposal for the Proposition 68 Recreation Trails and Greenways Grant (RTGG) 
program. Staff have made progress in identifying appropriate trail routes and require a California Environmental Quality 
Act (CEQA) study to be approved before trail construction can begin to ensure the planned trails do not adversely 
impact the environment.   

2. Fiscal Impact     
The CEQA and subsequent work to follow will be covered by the grant.   

3. Permits and Environmental Review     
CEQA compliance is a requirement of the grant. Future work includes encroachment permits from the county and 
reviews from Federal Agencies.  

4. Discussion 
Compliance is a key step for the project.  The project was delayed because of the following reasons:  

• Adverse weather conditions delayed mapping efforts related to documenting existing trails and new alignments 
(snow was on many areas of the trails until late in the season).  

• This delay impacted consultants’ work during the busy summer months to make progress on the project.  

• PRPD staffing changes (the employee in this position took another position) and workload, and coordination with 
staffing changes, reassignments, and workload at BLM and USFS slowed responses on the environmental 
questionnaire and information sharing.  

• Since the project covers a long distance and number of properties (and jurisdictions) this contributed to the time to 
complete careful evaluation of the properties and effects.  

• Staff anticipates that the public review will be completed before the end of the next quarter.   

• This information will aid the federal agencies with their compliance process. 
 
The initial study indicates no potentially significant impacts.  Some mitigation measures will be implemented to lessen 
environmental impacts from the project (findings summarized in Table 1).  Staff initiated the study through a consultant, 
Chico Environmental.  The full Initial Study may be seen at the District website (under the About Us and Public

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SUMMARY OF MITIGATION MEASURES 

 
BIOLOGICAL RESOURCES 
 

Mitigation Measure BIO-1: A pre-construction bird survey would be performed by 
a qualified biologist to determine the presence or lack thereof of bald eagles within 
the project area seven days prior to construction work, as juvenile or adult bald 
eagles may be present. Construction activities would begin in October 2023, 
between the nesting and wintering season, thus, a wintering survey would then be 
performed in December, pursuant to protocol, to determine the presence or lack 
thereof of bald eagles. If the biologist observes bald eagles and/or deems the 
project area as potential bald eagle habitat, a nesting survey would then be 
performed, beginning in February, pursuant to CDFW protocols as described in 
“Protocol for Evaluating Bald Eagle Habitat and Populations in California” (CDFW, 
2004). The survey area will include the project site and a minimum 360-foot buffer 
around the project area. Nesting birds’ tolerance of disturbance varies greatly 
depending on species, the intensity of disturbance, whether the nesting pair is 
accustomed to disturbance, the location of the nest, the stage of development of 
nestlings, etc. Disturbance too close to the nest may impact the parent’s ability to 
forage effectively and reduce nestlings’ chances of survival. In some cases, 
disturbance can cause the parents to abandon the nest completely. For these 
reasons, the size of the no-disturbance buffer shall be determined by the qualified 
biologist.   

 
Mitigation Measure BIO-2: Pursuant to CDFW protocols as described in 
“Protocols for Surveying and Evaluating Impacts to Special Status Native Plant 
Populations and Sensitive Natural Communities” (CDFW, 2018), a qualified 
botanist shall conduct surveys for special-status plants in areas where potentially 
suitable habitat would be removed or disturbed by project activities. Botanical field 
surveys should be conducted at the times of year when plants will be both evident 
and identifiable and should be spaced throughout the growing season to accurately 
determine what plants exist in the project area. If no special-status plants are 
found, the botanist shall document the findings in a letter report to the City, 
USFWS, CDFW, and the project applicant and no further mitigation shall be 
required. If special-status plant species are found on the project site and are 
located outside of the permanent footprint of any proposed project features and 
can be avoided, the project applicant shall establish and maintain a protective 
buffer around special-status plants to prevent damage to the plants.  
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CULTURAL RESOURCES 
 
Mitigation Measure CUL-1: A professional consultant shall be contacted prior to 
ground disturbance. The project archaeologist can offer recommendations for 
avoidance and protection of any existing or newly identified resources.  
 
Mitigation Measure CUL-2: During any phase of parcel development, if any 
archaeological resources are encountered, all work should cease in the area of the 
find pending an examination of the site and materials by the project archaeologist. 
This request to cease work in the area of a potential archaeological find is intended 
for accidental discoveries made during construction activities and is not intended as 
a substitute for the recommended cultural resources survey. If human remains are 
discovered, California Health and Safety Code Section 7050.5 requires the protection 
of the discovery and notification of the county coroner, who will determine if the find 
is Native American.

Environmental Setting: 
The proposed project would occur on vacant land consisting of dense groups of trees and 
bushes. The proposed project area includes a trail system that starts at Magalia Reservoir 
and loops north to Paradise Lake. The area was affected by the 2018 Camp Fire, resulting 
in several downed trees in the project area, but vegetation recovery is prevalent five years 
post-fire. 
 
Site photographs demonstrating the project area and current site conditions can be found 
in Appendix B. 
 
Discussion of Impacts to Aesthetics: 
a) The proposed project does not include construction of a building, facility, etc., that 

would impact the view of any nearby scenic vista, resulting in no impact.

Environmental Setting: 
According to the California Department of Conservation (DOC) California Important 
Farmland Data Viewer, the proposed project land is primarily classified as ‘Other Land’ 
(DOC, 2020). ‘Other Land’ is described as land not included in any other mapping 
category, with common examples that include: low density rural developments; brush, 
timber, wetland, and riparian areas not suitable for livestock grazing; and water bodies 
smaller than forty acres. Vacant and nonagricultural land surrounded by urban 
development and greater than 40 acres is mapped as Other Land. Minor areas of the 
project area, such as the southeast end of the Magalia Reservoir, are classified as Urban 
and Built-up Land (DOC, 2020). Urban and Built-up Land is occupied by structures with 
a building density of at least 1 unit to 1.5 acres, or approximately 6 structures to a 10-acre 
parcel. Common examples include residential, industrial, commercial, institutional 
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facilities, cemeteries, airports, golf courses, sanitary landfills, sewage treatment, and 
water control structures. The Butte County Zoning Map shows the proposed project area 
in a Special Purpose Zone – Public (Butte County, 2015). The proposed project area is 
not in a Williamson Act contract. 
 
Discussion of Impacts to Agricultural and Forestry Resources:  
a) According to the DOC’s California Important Farmland Data Viewer, as of 2020 the 

proposed project area is classified as Other Land and Urban and Built-up Land. 
Therefore, the project would not convert Prime Farmland, Unique Farmland, or 
Farmland of Statewide Importance (Farmland) to non-agricultural use, resulting in no 
impact.  
 

b) The proposed project area is currently zoned as Public and is not enrolled in or 
participating in a Williamson Act contract. The proposed project is intended for public 
use. Therefore, the project would not conflict with existing zoning or a Williamson Act 
contract, resulting in no impact. 
 

c) The proposed project area is currently zoned as Public. The subject property resides 
on USDA Forest Service, Bureau of Land Management (BLM), local government, 
private, and Paradise Irrigation District Land.

Environmental Setting: 
Since 1970, air quality has been regulated at the federal level under the Clean Air Act 
(CAA). This act authorized the US Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) to set National 
Ambient Air Quality Standards for air pollutants of nationwide concern. The EPA has 
established standards for six criteria air pollutants: ozone, carbon monoxide, nitrogen 
dioxide, sulfur dioxide, suspended particulate matter (PM2.5 and PM10 ), and lead (USEPA, 
2023). California has established standards for these as well as sulfates, hydrogen 
sulfide, chloroethene, and visibility reducing particles (BCAQMD, 2023).  

The proposed project lies within the Butte County Air Quality Management District 
(BCAQMD) and the Northern Sacramento Valley Air Basin (NSVAB), which extends from 
Sacramento and Solano counties in the south to Shasta County in the north. This air basin 
is generally situated in the northern portion of the Central Valley and is bounded on the 
west by the Coastal Range, on the north and east by the Cascade-Sierra Nevada Ranges 
and the Siskiyou foothills and mountains. The southern border is bounded by the San 
Joaquin Valley Air Basin. Winds from dry land flow from the north as well as moist ocean 
breezes from the south. The mountains that surround the air basin create a barrier to 
airflow which trap pollutants in the valley under specific conditions. The floor of the basin 
gradually slopes upward from the south to the north. The NSVAB is a naturally closed 
basin. To the south and southwest are two air basins that generate high amounts of ozone 
and its precursors: the Broader Sacramento Area Air Basin (BSAAB) and the San 
Francisco Bay Area Basin (SFBAB). Pollutants from these two basins, BSAAB and 
SFBAB, are of concern to the NSVAB, since they are carried by wind up to the NSVAB. 
The “bowl” type terrain of the NSVAB acts as a trap for these pollutants, as well as those 
generated within the NSVAB.  

The two primary agencies responsible for monitoring air quality within the NSVAB in Butte 
County are the California Air Resources Board (CARB) and the BCAQMD. The BCAQMD 
operates a network of ambient air monitoring stations throughout Butte County. 
Depending on whether the standards are met or exceeded, the local air basin is classified 
as being in “attainment” or “non-attainment.” Butte County is a non-attainment area for 
both the state and federal ozone standards, meaning the standards have been exceeded. 
Butte County is an attainment area for federal and state standards for carbon monoxide, 
nitrogen dioxide and sulfur dioxide, meaning those pollutants are within the standards. 
For PM10 and PM2.5, the county is in attainment for federal standards and non-attainment 
for state standards (Butte County, 2023a). For a county to be classified as non-attainment 
for ozone air quality goals, the annual fourth-highest daily maximum 8-hour concentration 
averaged over a three-year period cannot exceed 0.070 ppm.  

The California Clean Air Act requires districts to adopt air quality attainment plans (AQAP) 
and to review and revise their plans to address deficiencies in interim measures of 
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progress once every three years. The current AQAP’s purpose is to achieve and maintain 
healthy air quality throughout the northern air basin and includes control strategies 
necessary to attain the California ozone standard at the earliest practicable date 
(BCAQMD, 2023).  

Ozone is a photochemical oxidant and the major component of smog. High 
concentrations of ozone at ground level represent a significant health and environmental 
concern, capable of causing damage to lung tissue and plants. Ozone forms when 
precursor emissions of volatile organic compounds (VOCs) and oxides of nitrogen react 
in the presence of sunlight and higher temperatures. Peak ozone levels thus generally 
occur during warm periods. VOCs are emitted from sources as diverse as autos, chemical 
manufacturing, dry cleaners, paint shops and other sources using solvents. Oxides of 
nitrogen result from fuel combustion occurring with transportation and industrial sources. 
 
Sensitive receptors are children, elderly, asthmatics, and others who are at a heightened 
risk of negative health outcomes due to exposure to air pollution (CARB, 2023). The 
locations where these sensitive receptors congregate are considered sensitive receptor 
locations. Sensitive receptor locations may include hospitals, schools, and day care 
centers, and such other locations that the air district board or California Air Resources 
Board may determine (California Health and Safety Code § 42705.5(a)(5)). The closest 
potential sensitive receptors include a church and residential areas approximately one-
quarter mile west of the proposed project area as well as residential properties that reside 
adjacent to the east of the proposed trails.   
 
The California Emissions Estimator Model (CalEEMod), Version 2022.1, was used to 
estimate exhaust emissions that would occur from minor grading activities as well as the 
use of a masticator to be used in limited sections, bobcat-type machinery, a diesel utility 
vehicle, and a compact tractor.  The California Emissions Estimator Model makes general 
assumptions about the quantity and types of construction equipment needed based on 
the project information and its size (acreage) where project-specific information is not 
available (California Air Pollution Control Officers Association, 2022). 
 
The table below shows the BCAQMD Regional Significance Thresholds for three specific 
air pollutants. The proposed project may not exceed the thresholds.  
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Discussion of Impacts to Air Quality:  
a) The proposed project is not located in a Community Air Protection Program and would 

not obstruct the implementation of an air quality plan, resulting in no impact.  
 

b) Butte County does not meet the state or federal health-based standards for ozone. 
The county does reach federal standards for annual PM2.5 but does not reach 
attainment for state standards. Project emissions would temporarily increase air 
pollutants in Butte County; however, direct, indirect, and cumulative effects would be 
regulated by BCAQMD to prevent adverse impacts. Estimated emissions calculated 
through CalEEMod are shown in Appendix C. The proposed project would not result 
in a cumulatively considerable net increase of a criteria pollutant, therefore, there is a 
less than significant impact. 
 

c) The closest potential sensitive receptors include a church and residential areas 
approximately one-quarter mile west of the proposed project as well as residential 
properties that reside adjacent to the east of the proposed trail system. Project 
operations would result in new sources of toxic air contaminants (TACs) associated 
with construction activities, however, they would not exceed BCAQMD regional 
significance thresholds based on CalEEMod calculations. There are no anticipated 
emissions on the proposed trails once construction is finished. Therefore, there is a 
less than significant impact.  
 

d) Construction activities for the proposed project would be minimal, short-term, and any 
emissions would disperse rapidly from the project area. Therefore, project 
construction would not create objectionable odors affecting a substantial number of 
people. Therefore, there is a less than significant impact.

Environmental Setting: 
The proposed project is located between the southern end of Paradise Lake and the 
southern end of Magalia Reservoir. The current landscape includes heavy vegetation in 
areas of proposed trails along with segments of existing trails. The existing trails consist 
of foot trails, game/deer trails, maintained roads, moto trails, and old roads.  Many of the 
existing trails would be revamped and compose much of the proposed trail system, while 
areas that do not currently have existing trails would be developed and connect the 
existing trails. 
 
Migratory Bird Treaty Act (MBTA) 
The Migratory Bird Treaty Act (MBTA) administered by the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service, 
implements four treaties between the United States and Canada, Mexico, Japan, and 
Russia to manage and conserve migratory birds that cross national borders. The MBTA 
makes it unlawful in any manner, unless expressly authorized permit pursuant to federal 
regulations, to pursue, hunt, take, capture, kill, attempt to take, capture or kill, possess, 
offer for sale, sell, offer to barter, barter, offer to purchase, purchase, deliver for shipment, 
ship, export, import, cause to be shipped, exported, or imported, deliver for transportation, 
transport or cause to be transported, carry or cause to be carried, or receive for shipment, 
transportation, carriage, or export at any time, or in any manner, any migratory bird, or 
any part, nest, or egg of any such bird. 
 
Bald and Golden Eagle Protection Act  
The Bald and Golden Eagle Protection Act provides protection for the bald eagle and 
golden eagle by prohibiting the taking, possession and commerce of such birds, their 
nest, eggs, or feather unless expressly authorized by permit pursuant to federal 
regulations. 
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Native Plant Protection Act (NPPA) 
The Native Plant Protection Act (NPPA) of 1977 was created in order to “preserve, 
protect, and enhance rare and endangered plants in this State,” and is administered by 
CDFW. 
 
Special Status Species 
The California Department of Fish and Wildlife (CDFW) maintains the California Natural 
Diversity Data Base (CNDDB), which lists positive sightings of special-status plant and 
animal species (CDFW, 2023). The database is modeled after the United States 
Geological Survey 1:24,000 topographic quadrangles. The proposed project is covered 
in the Paradise East quadrangle. A search of the CNDDB indicates the potential presence 
of the following species within the Paradise quadrangle, as presented in Table 1. Table 
1 lists whether the species are considered threatened or endangered at the state and 
federal levels, a CDFW listing, and the California Native Plant Society (CNPS) rare plant 
rank.

Discussion of Impacts to Biological Resources: 
a) Construction activities, such as ground disturbance, grading, and vegetation removal 

associated with development of the project area could result in the disturbance to the 
Foothill yellow-legged frog and bald eagle, which are listed in Table 1 and have the 
potential to be in the project area. Foothill yellow-legged frogs primarily use 
watercourses as movement corridors. Therefore, the reservoirs created behind dams, 
such as the Magalia Reservoir and Paradise Lake, are often uninhabitable and 
represent barriers to gene flow (Bourque 2008; Peek 2010, 2018). Within the 
proposed project area, Little Butte Creek sits between the Magalia Reservoir and 
Paradise Lake, making the creek unlikely for the foothill yellow-legged frogs to inhabit.  
 

The project area also contains grasses, shrubs, and trees, which could serve as 
nesting areas for birds. Pursuant to the California Endangered Species Act (CESA) 
and California Fish and Game Code (CFG) Section 2081, an Incidental Take Permit 
from CDFW is required for projects that could result in the “take” of a State listed 
threatened or endangered species. Under CESA, “take” is defined as an activity that 
would directly or indirectly kill an individual of a species proposed for listing. CFG 
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Section 3503 protects the nests and eggs of all birds, not just migratory birds, and 
birds of prey. The proposed project would begin construction in October 2023 and 
continue through two nesting seasons (February 1 through August 31), which could 
have a potentially significant impact. This is considered less than significant with 
mitigation incorporated if the following mitigation is adhered to: 

 
Mitigation Measure BIO-1: A pre-construction bird survey would be performed by 
a qualified biologist to determine the presence or lack thereof of bald eagles within 
the project area seven days prior to construction work, as juvenile or adult bald 
eagles may be present. Construction activities would begin in October 2023, 
between the nesting and wintering season, so a wintering survey would then be 
performed in December, pursuant to protocol, to again determine the presence or 
lack thereof of bald eagles. If the biologist observes bald eagles and/or deems the 
project area as potential bald eagle habitat, a nesting survey would then be 
performed, beginning in February, pursuant to CDFW protocols as described in 
“Protocol for Evaluating Bald Eagle Habitat and Populations in California” (CDFW, 
2004). The survey area will include the project site and a minimum 360-foot buffer 
around the project area. Nesting birds’ tolerance of disturbance varies greatly 
depending on species, the intensity of disturbance, whether the nesting pair is 
accustomed to disturbance, the location of the nest, the stage of development of 
nestlings, etc. Disturbance too close to the nest may impact the parent’s ability to 
forage effectively and reduce nestlings’ chances of survival. In some cases, 
disturbance can cause the parents to abandon the nest completely. For these 
reasons, the size of the no-disturbance buffer shall be determined by the qualified 
biologist.   

 
Timing/Implementation: Seven days prior to construction activities, beginning 
of wintering season, beginning of nesting season (if applicable).  
 
Enforcement/Monitoring: California Department of Fish and Wildlife 

 
Adherence to this mitigation measure ensures that impacts to endangered birds as 
a result of the project are less than significant with mitigation incorporated. 
 

Construction activities could also result in the disturbance or loss of special-status plant 
species located in the project area and listed in Table 1. Plants listed as 1B.2 in the 
California Rare Plant Rank (CRPR) column of Table 1 are classified as rare, threatened, or 
endangered under CEQA Section 15380 and must be evaluated in the project area to 
determine if project-related activities would affect the plants. Plants listed as 3.2, 4.2, or 4.3 
in the CRPR column of Table 1 are strongly recommended by CDFW to be evaluated in the 
project area, but do not meet the criteria for listing as threatened or endangered. Impacts to 
special-status plant species could be potentially significant, but would be considered less 
than significant with mitigation if the following mitigation practice is followed: 

 
Mitigation Measure BIO-2: Pursuant to CDFW protocols as described in 
“Protocols for Surveying and Evaluating Impacts to Special Status Native Plant

Populations and Sensitive Natural Communities” (CDFW, 2018), a qualified 
botanist shall conduct surveys for special-status plants in areas where potentially 
suitable habitat would be removed or disturbed by project activities. Botanical field 
surveys should be conducted at the times of year when plants will be both evident 
and identifiable and should be spaced throughout the growing season to accurately 
determine what plants exist in the project area. If no special-status plants are 
found, the botanist shall document the findings in a letter report to the City, 
USFWS, CDFW, and the project applicant and no further mitigation shall be 
required. If special-status plant species are found on the project site and are 
located outside of the permanent footprint of any proposed project features and 
can be avoided, the project applicant shall establish and maintain a protective 
buffer around special-status plants to prevent damage to the plants.  

 
Timing/Implementation: Three days prior to construction activities, and then 
beginning of the growing season as determined by the botanist each year 
construction takes place.  
 
Enforcement/Monitoring: California Department of Fish and Wildlife 

 
Adherence to this mitigation measure ensures that impacts to special-status plants 
as a result of the project are less than significant with mitigation incorporated. 
 

b) The proposed project is located within the Little Butte Creek Riparian Corridor habitat. 
CDFW protects streams, water bodies, and riparian corridors through the streambed 
alteration agreement process under Section 1601 to 1606 of the California Fish and 
Game Code. There are currently no proposals for streambed alteration associated 
with project construction. Any alteration to the streambed including obstruction or 
diversions must obtain a streambed alteration agreement through the CDFW. All 
codes and regulations set forth by the CDFW will be adhered to in the event of any 
necessary streambed alteration, resulting in a less than significant impact.  
 

c) The proposed project is located within the boundaries of recognized wetland and 
riverine habitat (NRCS, 2023). The mapped wetlands (Appendix A Figure 3) within 
the proposed project include L1UBK (lacustrine, limnetic, unconsolidated bottom, 
artificially flooded), PEM1C (palustrine, emergent, persistent, seasonally flooded), 
R5UBF (riverine, unknown perennial, unconsolidated bottom, semi-permanently 
flooded), and R4SBC (riverine, intermittent, streambed, seasonally flooded). Impacts 
to wetlands and other aquatic habitats may be subject to regulation under Section 404 
of the Clean Water Act, or other State/Federal statutes.  

 
The proposed trails would cross a PEM1C designation at the north end of the Magalia 
Reservoir and an R4SBC designation approximately one-quarter mile northeast of the 
PEM1C zone, approximately one-quarter mile southeast of Paradise Lake, both 
crossing branches of Little Butte Creek.  
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There would be no direct removal, filling, or hydrologic interruption and all codes and 
regulations set forth by the CDFW regarding wetlands would be adhered to during 
construction, resulting in a less than significant impact.  

 
d) The proposed project would not interfere with the movement of a native resident or 

migratory fish or wildlife species, or with established native resident or migratory 
wildlife corridors, or impede the use of native wildlife nursery sites, resulting in no 
impact.  
 

e) The proposed project would avoid any tree removal and build the trails around trees 
when necessary. Small tree removal could potentially occur for trees less than 6 
inches diameter at breast height (DBH). Butte County does not have a voluntary tree 
retention/replacement policy or general preservation policies, resulting in a less 
than significant impact.  
 

f) The Butte County General Plan 2030 addresses open space for the preservation of 
natural resources within the Conservation and Open Space Element (Butte County, 
2019). The proposed project would not conflict with any of the goals and policies 
protecting biological or natural resources and would ensure the goals and policies are 
met. There is currently no approved habitat and conservation plan for the town of 
Magalia, nor is there a regional or state habitat conservation plan. The CDFW’s 
Natural Community Conservation Planning (NCCP) program includes the California 
Regional Conservation Plans and the Butte Regional Conservation Plan. However, 
the town of Magalia is not included in the plan. One Natural Community Conservation 
Plan (NCCP) within Butte County is currently in preparation and has not been 
implemented. The proposed project would therefore not conflict with approved local, 
regional, or state habitat conservation plans, resulting in no impact.

Environmental Setting: 
The proposed project resides in areas of archaeological sensitivity such as Magalia 
Reservoir, Plumas National Forest, Little Butte Creek, gravel pits, major roads, trails, 
structures, foundations, and the Paradise Dam. Additional roads, trails, structures, and 
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foundations; as well as Bean Soup Bar, Whiskey Flat, the town of Magalia, Little West 
Fork Feather River, West Branch Feather River, Mosquito Creek, Paradise Lake, and 
Middle Butte Creek are in the general vicinity. The proposed project area has been 
partially surveyed for cultural resources (CSU Chico, 2023). Additionally, the proposed 
project is in a region utilized by KonKow populations at the time of Euro-American contact. 
Indigenous populations used the local region for seasonal and/or permanent settlement, 
as well as for the gathering of plants, roots, seeds, domestic materials, and hunting 
seasonal game. Historically, Euro-Americans utilized the region for mining and 
transportation opportunities.  
 
Discussion of Impacts to Cultural Resources:  
a) A Historical Maps and Literature Search was conducted by the Northeast Information 

Center (NEIC) of the California Historical Resources Information System (CHRIS) at 
California State University, Chico for a 1-mile radius of the proposed project in 
Magalia, CA. The search included a review of the following records: 
 
• Built Environment Resources Directory (BERD)  
• California Register of Historical Resources  
• California State Historical Landmarks  
• California State Points of Historical Interest  
• California Points of Historical Interest 
• California Inventory of Historic Resources 
• National Register of Historic Places   
• Archaeological Resource Directory 
• Handbook of North American Indians, Vol. 8, California 

 
The records search found no Built Environment Resources within or adjacent to the 
project boundaries. Therefore, the project will result in no impact.  
 

b) The records search found 18 archaeological resources within the project boundaries 
and 54 resources have been recorded within a one-mile vicinity. Of the 18 resources 
found, four are classified as prehistoric or protohistoric, and the remaining 14 are 
classified as historic. Based on the records, the proposed project is moderate to highly 
sensitive for cultural resources. Portions along existing sites, roads, and trails are 
sensitive for archaeological resources. Other areas of sensitivity are flats near creeks, 
springs, seeps, or rock outcrops that may be in the project area. Furthermore, the 
entirety of the proposed project area has not been fully surveyed. Therefore, there is 
a potentially significant impact. This is considered less than significant with 
mitigation incorporated if the following mitigation is adhered to:   
 
Mitigation Measure CUL-1: A professional consultant shall be contacted prior to 
ground disturbance. The project archaeologist can offer recommendations for 
avoidance and protection of any existing or newly identified resources.  
 

Timing/Implementation: Prior to any ground disturbance 
Enforcement/Monitoring: Butte County 
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Adherence to this mitigation measure ensures that impacts to cultural resources as a 
result of the project are less than significant with mitigation incorporated. 
 

c) The proposed construction activities may perform shallow ground disturbance which 
could have the potential to expose or disturb buried (unknown) archeological artifacts 
or human remains, resulting in a potentially significant impact.  This is considered 
less than significant with mitigation incorporated if the following mitigation is 
adhered to: 
 
Mitigation Measure CUL-2: During any phase of parcel development, if any 
archaeological resources are encountered, all work should cease in the area of the find 
pending an examination of the site and materials by the project archaeologist. This 
request to cease work in the area of a potential archaeologic find is intended for 
accidental discoveries made during construction activities and is not intended as a 
substitute for the recommended cultural resources survey. If human remains are 
discovered, California Health and Safety Code Section 7050.5 requires the protection of 
the discovery and notification of the county coroner, who will determine if the find is 
Native American. If the remains are recognized as Native American, the coroner shall 
then notify the Native American Heritage Commission (NAHC). California Public 
Resources Code Section 5097.98 authorized the NAHC to appoint a Most Likely 
Descendant (MLD) who will make recommendations for the treatment of the discovery.  
 

Timing/Implementation: During construction 
Enforcement/Monitoring: Butte County 

 
Adherence to this mitigation measure ensures that impacts to cultural resources as a 
result of the project are less than significant with mitigation incorporated.

Environmental Setting: 
Pacific Gas and Electric provides electric services in Magalia, CA. There would be no 
electrical infrastructure added in the area to support the proposed project. Vehicles used 
during the construction process include: a 2023 Ford F-250 4x4 crew cab, a T64-T4 
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Bobcat with standard loading bucket and root grapple 72”, a John Deere compact tractor 
1025, and a RTV-X 1140 Kubota 4x4 diesel utility vehicle.  
 
Construction energy consumption estimates were calculated using the CalEEMod 
Version 2022.1 computer program. CalEEMod default values based on the project’s 
location were used for items where project-specific information was not known. Fuel 
consumption estimates for construction were based on activity data for off-road 
equipment, worker commute, and haul truck trips. Off-road equipment fuel consumption 
was estimated using average horsepower, usage hours, load factor, and number of days 
used provided by CalEEMod. Greenhouse gas emissions are summarized below in Table 
2, and the Detailed CalEEMod Report is provided in Appendix C.

Discussion of Impacts to Energy: 
a) Construction would include minimal grading, auguring, and industrial vehicle use. 

Most construction practices would likely include construction crews using handheld 
tools to build the trails. Construction would be temporary and would not result in 
wasteful, inefficient, or unnecessary consumption of energy resources during project 
construction or operation. Therefore, there is a less than significant impact.  
 

b) The proposed project would not conflict with or obstruct a state or local plan for 
renewable energy or energy efficiency, resulting in no impact.

Environmental Setting: 
The proposed project is in the unincorporated community of Magalia, CA within Butte 
County limits in the foothills of the Sierra Nevada Mountain Range. Topographic map 
coverage of the site area is provided by the current United States Geological Survey 
(USGS) Paradise East 7.5-minute series topographic map (USGS, 2015). Adjacent to 
Magalia is the town of Paradise, located to the north-northwest of Highway 70 at the 
northern terminus of Highway 191. The nearest large settlement is the City of Chico, 
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approximately 16 miles southwest; much of the remaining surrounding land to the north, 
east, and south is covered by the Plumas National Forest. The proposed project area is 
primarily composed of and surrounded by plutonic and volcanic rocks of Paleozoic, 
Mesozoic, and Cenozoic age that generally trends younger to the west. Several large 
plutons lie to the east and southeast of the proposed project while volcanic mudflow 
deposits dominate to the west. The northwest-southeast trending Paradise Fault and 
Magalia Fault are northeast and west of the proposed project, respectively. However, the 
proposed project is not within an Alquist-Priolo Earthquake Fault Zone (DOC, 2021). The 
proposed project has not been evaluated for liquefaction or seismic landslide hazards by 
the California Geological Survey (CGS).  
 
The proposed project soils primarily consist of variably sourced, well-drained gravelly to 
very gravelly loam of differing slopes, up to 50%, and a medium to high runoff class. 
Secondarily, rock outcrops, mudflow breccia, and serpentinite are present in lower 
abundance (NRCS, 2023).  
 
Discussion of Impacts to Geology and Soils: 
a) i) The nearby Paradise and Magalia faults are not considered active, and the town of 

Paradise and surrounding areas, including Magalia, are relatively free from significant 
seismic and geologic hazards as determined in the Butte County Local Hazard 
Mitigation Plan (Butte County, 2019). Based on the DOC’s California Earthquake 
Hazard Zone Application (“EQ Zapp”), the proposed project is not within an 
earthquake fault zone, therefore the proposed project would not directly or indirectly 
cause potential substantial adverse effects, including the risk of loss, injury, or death 
involving rupture of a known earthquake fault, resulting in no impact.  
 
ii) The proposed project is in an area where few earthquakes of significant magnitude 
occur, thus ground shaking in the event of a nearby earthquake is expected to remain 
low (Butte County, 2019), resulting in a less than significant impact.  
 
iii) According to the USGS, liquefaction takes place when loosely packed, water-
logged sediments at or near the ground surface experience shaking. Based on the 
Butte County General Plan, the proposed project is in an area of generally low 
liquefaction risk in the unlikely event of an earthquake (Butte County General Plan 
2040), resulting in a less than significant impact.   
 
iv) Under the Butte County General Plan and the Paradise Recreation and Park 
District Local 2019 Mitigation Plan (Butte County General Plan 2040; Butte County, 
2019), the entirety of the proposed project is within an area that is described as having 
low to moderate landslide potential. Therefore, the proposed project would result in a 
less than significant impact. 

 
b) Implementation of the proposed project would not result in long-term increases in 

erosion or soil loss; however, construction-related activities would result in temporary 
disturbance of the ground surface. These activities may expose disturbed and 
loosened soil to erosion by wind. Short-term increases in soil erosion could occur due 
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to construction activities; however, the site would not likely result in significant erosion, 
resulting in a less than significant impact.  
 

c) Construction-related activities would temporarily disturb the site soils, however, based 
on the soil morphology (Appendix C), it is not expected that the soils would become 
unstable and cause an on- or off-site landslide, lateral spreading, subsidence, 
liquefaction, or collapse, resulting in a less than significant impact.  
 

d) Site soils primarily consist of gravelly loam. This soil is moderately expansive and 
would not present a risk for the proposed project. There are no buildings, and it is not 
expected to be a risk to humans, resulting in a less than significant impact.  
 

e) Wastewater would not be generated, and septic tanks would not be installed, 
resulting in no impact.  
 

f) According to the Butte County 2040 General Plan Environmental Impact Report Draft, 
paleontological resources have the potential to be significant within the proposed 
project area. Construction-related activities may unintentionally expose or disturb 
buried resources, resulting in a potentially significant impact. This is considered 
less than significant with mitigation incorporated if the following mitigation is 
adhered to: 

 
Mitigation Measure GEO-1: In the event of any fossil discovery, regardless of 
depth or geologic formation, ground-disturbing activities shall halt within a 50-foot 
radius of the find until its significance can be determined by a qualified 
paleontologist. Significant fossils shall be recovered, prepared to the point of 
curation, identified by qualified experts, listed in a database to facilitate analysis, 
and deposited in a designated paleontological curation facility, in accordance with 
the standards of the Society of Vertebrate Paleontology. The repository shall be 
identified, and a curatorial arrangement shall be signed prior to collection of the 
fossils.  

 
Timing/Implementation: During construction 
Enforcement/Monitoring: Butte County 

 
Adherence to this mitigation measure ensures that impacts to cultural resources as 
a result of the project are less than significant with mitigation incorporated.

Environmental Setting:  
Several gases in the earth’s atmosphere impact temperatures and play a critical role in 
determining the earth’s climate. These gases are referred to as “greenhouse gases” and 
primarily include carbon dioxide (CO2), methane (CH4), nitrous oxide (N2O), sulfur 
hexafluoride (SF6), perfluorocarbons (PFCs), and hydrofluorocarbons (HFCs). Although 
many of these gases occur naturally (via solar radiation and tectonic events), 
anthropogenic activities such as large-scale mining and fossil fuel consumption greatly 
contribute to greenhouse gas emissions and expedited changes in the climate.  
 
In 2012, the California Department of Water Resources (DWR) adopted a plan to reduce 
greenhouses gases and slow human-induced climate change. As part of that plan, 
construction emission thresholds were established to distinguish between typical 
construction projects and Extraordinary Construction Projects, which meet either of the 
following: 
 

1) the project emits more than 25,000 metric tons of CO2 during the construction 
phase of the project, or 
 

2) The project emits more than 12,500 metric tons of CO2 in any single year of 
construction. 

 
Table 2 in 6.0 Energy summarizes carbon dioxide, methane, and nitrous oxide 
emissions for the proposed construction activities, The detailed emissions report can be 
found in Appendix C.  
 
Discussion of Impacts to Greenhouse Gases: 
a) Project-related construction and operational activities would emit air pollutants, 

several of which are regarded as greenhouse gases (GHGs). A project does not 
generate enough GHG emissions on its own to influence global climate change; 
therefore, this section measures the project’s contribution to the cumulative 
environmental impact. Development of the proposed project would contribute to global 
climate change through direct and indirect emissions of GHGs from transportation 
sources, energy use (natural gas and purchased energy), water use, and solid waste 
generation. In addition, construction activities would generate a short-term increase in 
GHG emissions. The proposed project would include minor grading, auguring, and the 
use of vehicles to construct the proposed trails. Construction would require the use of 
large gas- and diesel- powered equipment; however, these additional GHGs would be 
temporary and minimal and would not exceed regulations set forth by the Butte County 
Air Quality Management District (BCAQMD). This would result in a less than 
significant impact. 
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b) The state of California has set greenhouse gas reduction targets to: reduce 2030 
emissions 40% below 1990 levels, achieve carbon-neutral emissions by 2045, and 
reduce 2050 emissions 80% below 1990 levels (California Air Resources Board, 
2022).  Under the Butte County 2021 Climate Action Plan (CAP), the per-capita targets 
are: 6.0 MTCO2e per person by 2030 and 2.0 MTCO2e by 2050 (Butte County CAP, 
2021). The emissions released during the production of the proposed trails would be 
minimal and temporary, resulting in a less than significant impact.

Environmental Setting: 
The proposed project would not include the use of any equipment or facilities that are 
considered hazardous. The project would include the construction of new trails and picnic 
areas within the proposed project area.  
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Chico Environmental reviewed information gathered from several environmental 
databases through Environmental Data Resources (EDR) to evaluate whether activities 
on or near the proposed project have the potential to impact environmental conditions at 
the subject property.  EDR reviews databases compiled by federal, state, and local 
governmental agencies. The complete list of reviewed databases is provided in the EDR 
report, included in Appendix D and is summarized in Table 3. It should be noted that this 
information is reported as Chico Environmental received it from EDR, which in turn reports 
information as it is provided in various government databases. It is not possible for either 
Chico Environmental or EDR to verify the accuracy or completeness of information 
contained in these databases.  However, the use of and reliance on this information is a 
generally accepted practice in the conduct of environmental due diligence.  
 
Properties located hydraulically down gradient, cross gradient and/or at an excessive 
distance from the subject property are unlikely to adversely impact the subject 
property. Sites that are located within proximity and hydraulically up gradient of the 
proposed project were further investigated to determine project status and potential threat 
of offsite contamination. Many of the databases searched by EDR are informational and 
do not necessarily indicate incidents of contamination.  
 
A complete listing of the EDR report, including descriptions of each database can be 
found in Appendix D.

SUBJECT PROPERTY LISTINGS 
 
The proposed project area has listings in the MINES MRDS database, a collection of 
reports describing metallic and nonmetallic mineral resources throughout the world. One 
listing sits within the central area of the proposed project and is listed as a surface gravel 
pit. No hazards are reported for this listing. Another listing is situated in the northeast area 
of the proposed project area and is listed as a gold mine. No hazards are reported for this 
listing. Both listings were reported in the 1980s and are not presumed to presently be in 
operation based on the report information.  
 
ADJACENT PROPERTY LISTINGS 
The proposed project has several adjacent property listings in various databases as 
reported by EDR (see Appendix D). There are no listings at any of the properties that 
currently pose an environmental hazard.  
 
Upon the site visit, a presumed gold mine was observed near the southwest side of 
Paradise Lake. It is recommended that this mine operation be sealed prior to activity in 
the project area. 
 
ORPHAN LISTINGS 
There are several orphan site listings within a one-mile search radius of the proposed 
project area. There is no information that suggests any of the orphan site listings pose 
an environmental risk.  
 
Discussion of Impacts to Hazards and Hazardous Materials: 
a) The project would not involve the routine transport, use, or disposal of hazardous 

materials, resulting in no impact.  
 
b) The proposed project does not involve the construction of a facility or structure 

associated with the routine transport, use, or disposal of significant quantities of 
hazardous materials. No releases of hazardous materials or substances are expected 
to occur during the implementation of the proposed project. Construction and 
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maintenance of the project does not involve the use of hazardous materials, resulting 
in no impact.   

 
c) Upward International School, a school district office, is located along the southeastern 

boundary of the proposed project. However, since the proposed project is not 
expected to emit any hazardous materials, there would be no impact.  
 

d) A records search of the ENVIROSTOR and GeoTracker databases was conducted 
for the proposed project area and yielded no findings, resulting in no impact (DTSC, 
2023; SWRCB, 2023).  
 

e) The closest airport is the Paradise Airport, approximately 7 miles to the south of the 
proposed project. Since the airport is over 2 miles away, CalTrans would not need to 
be notified of the project as per PUC Section 21655. Since the project involves minimal 
change in use and there are no private airstrips in the area, there is no impact.   
 

f) An emergency travel route runs along Skyway Road, which is partially included in the 
southern section of the proposed project, just south of Magalia Reservoir (Butte 
County, 2020). However, the proposed trails and amenities do not intersect or interfere 
with the emergency travel route, resulting in no impact.   
 

g) The proposed project is in a Very High Fire Hazard Severity Zone, with the majority of 
land occupying State Responsibility Area (State Fire Marshal, 2023). As part of the 
Butte County Wildfire Protection Plan (CWPP), fuel reduction projects in Magalia, 
including the proposed project area, are a top priority and continue to be implemented 
as funding becomes available in efforts to reduce wildfire hazards. The project would 
also follow all other guidelines regarding wildfire mitigation in the CWPP. As a result, 
there would be a less than significant impact.

Environmental Setting: 
The proposed project is under the jurisdiction of the Central Valley Regional Water Quality 
Control Board (CVRWQCB) and is located within the Middle Butte Creek Watershed, 
Little Butte Creek Sub-watershed, and is part of the Butte Meadows/Jonesville Basin 
region (California DOT, 2023). The hydrology of the upper watershed has been modified 
by multiple diversions for hydroelectric power generation, while the lower watershed is 
managed primarily for irrigation water supply and flood control (Sacramento River 
Watershed Program, 2023). Land use is dominated by agriculture in the lower portions 
and timber and grazing in the upper portion. Little Butte Creek runs directly through the 
middle of the proposed project area from the north to the south. Any implemented water 
crossings would follow all federal, state, and local guidelines so as not to pose a 
biological, environmental, or human risk. Little Butte Creek drains the ridge and plateau-
like area of Paradise and has two water storage reservoirs: Magalia Reservoir and 
Paradise Lake (Friends of Butte Creek, 2023). The two reservoirs serve as water supply 
for the Paradise Irrigation District, which supplies water to the town of Paradise.  
 
Discussion of Impacts to Hydrology and Water Quality:  
a) The proposed project would include minor construction activities beginning in October 

2023 to build a trail system. Soil and vegetation disturbance, grading, and auguring 
would occur and be minimized as much as possible. Users of the proposed project 
may introduce contaminants and contribute to degrading soil quality as a result of 
hiking/recreating on the proposed trails. However, the project would use native soils 
so as not to alter the existing conditions and it would follow regulations set forth by the 
CVRWQCB, resulting in a less than significant impact. 
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b) The proposed project would construct trails using native soils that would not change 

the permeability of the area. Minimal grading, auguring, and vegetation removal would 
occur, which may result in altered permeability of the soils. This effect is anticipated 
to be minimal and in limited areas, resulting in a less than significant impact.  
 

c) i, ii, iii, iv) The construction activities would not alter the existing drainage patterns, nor 
would it alter the course of a stream or river or add impervious surfaces to the area 
that would result in substantial erosion or siltation on- or off-site. There would be no 
substantial increase to the rate or amount of surface runoff in a manner which would 
exceed the capacity of existing or planned stormwater drainage systems. There would 
be no substantial additional sources of polluted runoff, impeding, or redirected flood 
flows. Construction practices would likely disperse soil for the temporary two-year 
period that construction would take place. This may accelerate erosion and siltation in 
the area, but effects would be temporary and are not likely to be substantial. The 
construction activities therefore result in impacts that are less than significant on 
existing drainage patterns.  
 

d) The proposed project is not located near an ocean or large body of water with potential 
for seiche or tsunami. The proposed project is defined as being in an area of minimal 
flood hazard (Butte County, 2022). Therefore, there is a less than significant impact. 
 

e) The proposed project area is not located within the Butte County Groundwater 
Management Plan. Construction of the project would not result in violations of water 
quality standards, waste discharge requirements, or degrade water quality, resulting 
in no impact.

Environmental Setting: 
Noise consists of any sound that may produce physiological or psychological damage 
and/or interfere with communication, work, rest, recreation, and sleep. Noise impacts can 
be described in three categories; the first is audible impacts that refer to increases in 
noise levels noticeable to humans. Audible increases in noise levels generally refer to a 
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change of 3.0 decibels (dB) or greater since this level has been found to be barely 
perceptible in exterior environments. The second category, potentially audible, refers to 
a change in the noise level between 1.0 and 3.0 dB. This range of noise levels has been 
found to be noticeable only in laboratory environments. The last category is changes in 
noise level of less than 1.0 dB that are inaudible to the human ear. Only audible changes 
in existing ambient or background noise levels are considered potentially significant. 
 
Any noise generated on the developed trails would most likely be from persons talking 
and/or using the trails to run/bike/etc. and would not result in high noise levels.  
 
Discussion of Impacts to Noise: 
a) The proposed project would involve short-term construction that would likely generate 

noise levels on and near the project site. Construction noise would be temporary in 
nature and would include noise from activities such as site preparation and grading. 
The primary sources of noise are expected to emanate from tractors, off-road vehicles, 
and worker trucks. The Butte County General Plan Health and Safety Element defines 
noise-sensitive land uses as locations where people reside or where the presence of 
unwanted sound could adversely affect the use of the land such as places where 
people live, sleep, recreate, worship, or study. The project site is near residential 
communities as well as recreational parks. The noise produced by the tractors, off-
road vehicles, and worker trucks during trail production would be minimal, temporary, 
and buffered by the surrounding forest land and would not adversely affect nearby 
communities, resulting in a less than significant impact.  
 

b) The project would not include powerful sources of construction vibration such as 
blasting, pile driving, or dynamic compaction. Therefore, the project would not result 
in any major sources of noise vibration or groundborne vibration, resulting in no 
impact.  
 

c) The closest airport is the Paradise Airport, over seven miles to the south of the 
proposed project. As a result, the proposed project would not result in noise impacts 
related to the exposure of people residing or working in the proposed project area to 
excessive aircraft-related noise levels. The proposed project is not located within the 
vicinity of a private airstrip or an airport land use plan. Therefore, the project would not 
expose people residing or working in the proposed project area to excessive noise 
levels, resulting in no impact.

There are scattered properties within the proposed project as well as residential 
neighborhoods flanking the eastern and southern sides of the property.

surrounding area as it would not propose new homes or major businesses, nor would 
it include extending roads or other infrastructure. The number of jobs produced from 
the proposed project would be minimal and temporary and therefore not result in a 
need for new housing to accommodate the new employees. As a result, there is no 
impact to direct or indirect population growth.   
 

b) Although there are properties within the proposed project area, there would be no 
cause to move the existing properties, resulting in no impact.

Environmental Setting and Discussion of Impacts to Recreation: 
a) The proposed project may result in an increase in the use of nearby parks including 

Lakeridge and Coutolenc Parks as well as increased activity in and around Paradise 
Lake and Magalia Reservoir due to their proximity to the proposed trail system. It is 
not expected that these facilities would experience accelerated physical deterioration 
as a result of the proposed project, resulting in a less than significant impact.  
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b) The proposed project includes Magalia Reservoir and the dam at the southern end of 
Paradise Lake. Swimming is not allowed in Magalia Reservoir or Paradise Lake. 
Picnic sites with tables would be integrated with the trail system. There are no 
anticipated adverse physical effects on the environment, resulting in a less than 
significant impact.

Environmental Setting: 
The proposed trail system crosses two paved roads and the trailheads throughout the 
proposed project are accessed by existing paved roads. There are four proposed 
trailheads on the southern half of the proposed trails, and two on the north end. There 
would be no paving or road-building associated with the proposed project.  
 
Discussion of Impacts to Transportation Resources: 
a) The proposed trail system does not conflict with a program, plan, ordinance, or policy 

addressing the circulation system, including transit, roadway, bicycle, or pedestrian 
facilities based on the Butte County 2040 General Plan, resulting in no impact. 

 
b) CEQA Guidelines section 15064.3 subdivision (b) states that a project within one-half 

mile of either an existing major transit stop or a stop along an existing high quality 
transit corridor should be presumed to cause a less than significant transportation 
impact. The Butte Regional Transit system (B Line) makes a stop at a Sav Mor Market 
roughly one-half mile from the nearest trail. Being one of the only transit stops in the 
area, this is considered a major transit stop, and the project would result in a less than 
significant impact.   

 
c) The proposed project does not include any components that would permanently 

increase the potential for hazards due to a design feature or incompatible uses. 
Therefore, there would be no impact. 
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c) The project would not result in inadequate emergency access; in the event of an 
emergency on the proposed trail area that does not have easy access, the Magalia 
Fire Center would be able to respond through search and rescue or wildland 
firefighting. Therefore, there would be a less than significant impact.

Environmental Setting: 
The proposed project has been partially surveyed for cultural resources (CSU Chico, 
2023). The proposed project is located in a region utilized by KonKow populations at the 
time of Euro-American contact. Indigenous populations used the local region for seasonal 
and/or permanent settlement, as well as for the gathering of plants, roots, seeds, 
domestic materials, and hunting seasonal game. Historically, Euro-Americans utilized the 
region for mining and transportation opportunities. In addition to a record search as 
described in Section 5.0 Cultural Resources, Chico Environmental also reached out to 
Native American contacts in Butte County listed by the Native American Heritage 
Commission to inform them about the project including location, description, and purpose. 
To date, no responses to the notification letters have been received. 
 
Discussion of Impacts to Tribal Cultural Resources: 
a,b) The proposed project would not cause any change in significance to known historical 
or unique archeological resources in the project vicinity as defined in Section 15064.5. A 
records search found 18 archaeological resources within the project boundaries and 54 
resources have been recorded within a one-mile vicinity. Of the 18 resources found, four 
are classified as prehistoric or protohistoric, and the remaining 14 are classified as 
historic. Based on the records, the proposed project area is moderate to highly sensitive 
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for cultural resources. Portions along existing sites, roads, and trails are sensitive for 
archaeological resources. Other areas of sensitivity are flats near creeks, springs, seeps, 
or rock outcrops that may be in the project area. Furthermore, the entirety of the proposed 
project has not been fully surveyed. No deep excavation would be required to implement 
the project, however, since the project site has never been developed and ground-
disturbing activities are necessary, there is a potentially significant impact should tribal 
cultural resources be discovered. Implementation of Mitigation Measures CUL-1 and 
CUL-2 of Section 5.0 address the inadvertent discovery of cultural resources and human 
remains. With the appropriate steps taken to ensure no tribal cultural resource is 
disturbed, Mitigation Measures CUL-1 and CUL-2 would result in these potentially 
significant impacts to less than significant with mitigation incorporated.

Environmental Setting: 
The proposed project area is located primarily within a State Responsibility Area (SRA) 
classified as a Very High Fire Hazard Severity Zone (VHFHSZ) (California Department of 
Forestry and Fire Protection, 2022). Much of the proposed project area exists within a 
high severity burn scar as a result of the 2018 Camp Fire. Emergency access into and 
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out of the community of Magalia is a concern due to there being only one arterial road, 
the Skyway, which leads in and out of the community. Several miles of the Skyway have 
been reconstructed from Stirling City to Butte Meadows as an additional evacuation route 
to mitigate the traffic issues. Fuel reduction projects along the primary evacuation routes 
of Magalia have been issued as funding becomes available. 
 
Discussion on Impacts to Wildfire: 
a) A nearby evacuation route runs along the Skyway and crosses the Magalia Reservoir 
Dam. The proposed trail system has a trailhead just north of the Skyway and east of the 
Magalia Reservoir Dam. However, the trails and evacuation route would not cross each 
other and therefore would not substantially impair emergency response plans or 
emergency evacuation plans, resulting in no impact. Magalia Fire Center responds to the 
area and would provide emergency wildland firefighting and/or search and rescue in the 
event of an emergency that would require services. This would result in a less than 
significant impact.  
 
b) The proposed project area contains sloped topography. However, the implementation 
of the project would not exacerbate wildfire risks as the slope of the area will not be 
altered. Project occupants may be exposed to pollutant concentrations from a wildfire or 
the uncontrolled spread of a wildfire as a result of the proposed project residing in a very 
high fire hazard severity zone. The Paradise Parks and Recreation District would ensure 
that the proposed trails would be maintained and reduce the potential for wildfire and 
would continue to perform these treatments following project implementation. The trails 
would be subject to vegetation management to further reduce the potential for wildfire 
ignition and spread.  The project would also follow guidelines implemented in the CWPP 
(2022). The impacts would be less than significant.  
 
c) The project would not require the installation or maintenance of infrastructure, resulting 
in no impact.  
 
d) The project area would be susceptible to downslope or downstream flooding or 
landslides as a result of runoff, post-fire slope instability, or drainage changes. The 
proposed project does not propose any structures that would expose people or other 
structures to significant risks and would not alter on-site topography in such a way that 
would increase the risks to off-site people or structures. Guidelines implemented in the 
CWPP (2022) would be followed during and after project construction, therefore, there 
would be a less than significant impact.

SUBJECT: Approve authority to acquire the Property at 6220 Clark Road (APN 053-
040-038) and initiate building efforts for a Shop Facility   

Summary 
Staff seeks Board approval for the purchase of the property at 6220 Clark Road in Paradise to rebuild the District 
Maintenance Shop Facility, as well as authority to initiate building efforts for the Shop Facility.  
 

Recommendation: Approve resolution #23-09-2-532 (Attachment A) to authorize the District Manager 
signatory authority to acquire property at 6220 Clark Road, Paradise (APN 053-040-038). 
Approve resolution for Staff to move forward with the purchase of the property of interest with the intent 
of rebuilding the District Maintenance Shop. 

1. Background  
The 2018 Camp Fire destroyed the District Maintenance Shop located on 5642 Mallan Lane south of the Gold Nugget 
Museum.  Because of the proximity to the creek, building requirements would preclude the District from building another 
Shop and septic system in the same configuration. As a result, the District explored other properties as options to 
rebuild the shop facilities at a cost-effective manner.  
 
The District considered several properties across Paradise and Magalia, with criteria including the following:  

1. Approximately 2 acres or greater.  
2. Zoned commercial or in a more commercial area.  
3. Central location for access to parks (as the District’s center of gravity shifted northward with the future additions 

of parks at Lakeridge, Paradise Lake and trails, and potentially Noble Park) and good access to major road 
connectors.  

4. Relatively flat with minimal cut-fill requirements.  
5. Relatively close to the Terry Ashe Recreation Center.  

 
The District explored properties for sale and utilized GIS tools to examine properties that meet the criteria above. Few 
properties on the market met our criteria and the District over the past two years reached out to landowners with 
desirable properties.  
 
After this extensive effort, staff identified 6220 Clark Road (APN 053-040-038) as acceptable property with a willing 
landowner (Lee Family Trust).  Staff also explored other nearby properties adjacent to this one, which may add 
additional options for the future.   
 

2. Fiscal Impact     
The District has paid for due diligence tasks out of the budget earmarked for acquisitions.  The fiscal impact includes 
the purchase of the property (appraised at a Fair Market Value of $260,000, plus closing costs).  
 
Because staff would like to expedite the rebuild process, we combine the acquisition request with authorization to 
initiate these efforts.  Since most of the funds will be related to insurance rebuilding, the bulk of funding will be cost 
reimbursable creating potential cash flow challenges (staff will have to monitor), Staff will seek pre-authorization from 
the insurance company to proceed. The total project will be in excess of $1M.   
 
Staff anticipates that the District will identify additional features and future phases and some of those will be cost 
effective to include with the rebuild.  To initiate these efforts, staff recommends the use of funds to initiate planning and 
construction.  Staff will return with additional requests as needed.  Staff recommends the following:  
 

• Acquisition and Due Diligence - Estimated $265,000 
o Incorporated Impact Fees (Fund 2526):   $30,000   
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o Capital Improvement & Acquisition Reserve (1152):  $235,000  
 
The FY 2023-24 CIP budget identifies over $75,000 available from Impact Fees and $1,000,000 available for Land 
Acquisition.  The budget also identified funds for the following:  
 

• District Shop Improvements   $250,000  
o The bulk of improvements will come from insurance proceeds; however funds will be necessary for 

additional improvements. The District $600K Identified in Budget for Camp Fire Recovery Projects 
(2023-4) but staff requests an initial authorization of funds to get started.  Additional funds may be 
required and requested from BOD.  

3. Committee Recommendation 
The acquisition has been vetted with the Recreation and Park Committee, who provided support.  The overall design 
and exploration of additional features will be reviewed at the committee.   

4. Permits and Environmental Review     
A Phase I Environmental Review has been completed as part of due diligence.  Certificate of Title Reports and the Fair 
Market Appraisal were also obtained.    

5. Discussion 
 
If the BOD moves forward with the acquisition, staff will follow-up with a purchase agreement and likely short escrow 
period.  Once the property closes, Staff seeks authority to move forward with the development of a Design-Build 
Request for Proposals (RFP) to develop the following elements:   

• Master Facility/Site Plan - Develop a recommendations, phases, and durable cost estimates for a Master Plan 
for the shop campus based on current and future District needs. Facilities will be divided into the “Insurance 
Rebuild,” “Options,” and Future Phases.  

• Design and Construct Shop and Associated Facilities - From the Master Plan, Contractor will complete all tasks 
permitting, plans, engineering, etc. that are necessary toward the completion insurance rebuild” of shop and 
associated facilities and options that the District authorizes.   

 
Steps related to the insurance rebuild have been underway for quite a while.  The purchase of the property is the first 
step, and the review of RFP applicants will come before the BOD at a later meeting.   

6. Recommendation 
Approve resolution for Staff to move forward with the purchase of the property of interest with the intent of rebuilding 
the District Maintenance Shop.

SUBJECT: Impact Fees Nexus Study Proposal 

Summary 
SCIConsultingGroup (“SCI”) submitted a proposal to provide a Park Impact Fee Nexus Study Update (“Nexus Study”) 
and related consulting services for the District.  The Nexus Study would establish the legal and policy basis for updating 
the District’s park impact fees. The study complies with the requirements of the Mitigation Fee Act, which are as follows: 

• Identify the purpose of the fee.
• Identify the use to which the fee is to be put.
• Determine how there is a reasonable relationship between the fee’s use and the type of development project

on which the fee is imposed (“benefit relationship”)
• Determine how there is a reasonable relationship between the need for the park and recreational facilities and

the type of development project on which the fee is imposed (“impact” or “need” relationship”).
• Determine how there is a reasonable relationship between the amount of the fee and the

cost of the facilities or portion of the facilities attributable

Fees should be updated on a regular basis. The last Nexus study was completed in October 2014. Both the Town 
and County impact fees for Single and Multi-Family dwellings were raised in February 2015 with the approval of 
resolutions. 

On October 4, 2023, the Finance Committee met to discuss the initial proposal submitted by Sci Consulting Group. 
There were several questions asked by the committee and some suggestions on additional things to be researched 
before exception the proposal. The Suggestions were as listed: 

• Incorporate a recommendation for the timing of the next study.
• Examine the validity to add impact fees related to commercial buildings and if so, what the recommended fees

would be?
• Review of the California code (if any, or comparable local policies) related to any time limits on how long

rebuilding does not require impact fees.  In the absence of information develop a defensible approach to
addressing this issue. For example, if a 1000 sq ft building burns down it seems that a reasonable amount of
time to allow rebuilding is valid, but does that last in 5? 10? 50 years? In perpetuity?  A director suggested that
if the land is sold, is that a good time to restart the clock?  We’d look to you to research this question.

• What are the rates that the Town of Paradise or Paradise Unified School District or Paradise Irrigation District
charge and have they modified anything post fire?  We understand that they initially waived fees, but did they
waive all?  For how long? Etc.?

We contacted Blair Aas with SCI Consulting to ask if he could research these questions and he said that he could 
and that he would add those to the revised proposal. 

Recommendation: Approve the submitted proposal and allow the District Manager to enter into 
an agreement with SCIConsultingGroup. 

1. Fiscal Impact
The proposal has a not to exceed cost of $20,62, unless they are requested to do out-of-scope work, which will then
be an aditional $227 per hour. The results of the studt will likely result in increased revenue associated with updated
impact fees. The fees can then be used to improve and constct new facilities and parks within the District

We would utilize a standards‐based methodology to update the District’s park  impact fee.   Under this 
method, the cost components are based on level of service (“LOS”) standards and defined on a per capita 
basis.  These costs are then applied to different land uses according to their respective average household 
density or employment density to establish a cost/fee per unit or square foot of building area.   

SCI has been serving California public agencies for over 38 years.  We firmly believe that our extensive 
expertise with  park  impact  fee  programs, Quimby  programs,  our  familiarity with  the District  and  the 
County of Butte, and other park and recreation funding mechanisms offer the District the best opportunity 
to update the fee program in the timeliest, legally compliant, and defensible manner.

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WORK PLAN AND APPROACH 

Based on our current understanding of the projects and the technical analysis and services needed by the 
District, we propose the following scope of work and approach: 
 
Task 1:  Initial Research and Planning.  SCI will first coordinate a pre‐kick‐off virtual meeting to discuss 
the process of gathering all the available data and cost estimates needed for the project.  SCI will review 
the District’s Park and Recreation Master Plan, applicable enabling Town and County ordinances, and 
other technical studies and plans related to the District’s funding of park and recreational facilities.  SCI 
will then coordinate a project kick‐off virtual meeting with the District to discuss the goals and objectives, 
proposed methodologies, and approaches and develop a detailed timeline, task list, and deliverables for 
the project.   
 
Task 2:  Impact  Analysis and Fee Determination.  Utilizing the information gathered in Task 1, SCI will 
determine the maximum park impact fees to fund new development’s fair allocation of the proposed park 
and recreational facilities.  Upon completion of the initial cost allocation and fee determination, SCI will 
review  the  technical  analysis,  key  findings,  and  recommendations  with  District  staff  and  make  any 
adjustments as necessary.

TIMELINE 

We anticipate that preparation of the Public Review Nexus Study and stakeholder outreach meetings will 
take approximately two months.

District Board approval of the fee program could 
occur  the  following  month  or  the  subsequent  month,  depending  upon  the  District  Board’s  meeting 
calendar and ability to satisfy the 30‐day noticing requirement.

As the law requires, the updated park impact fee 
may become effective no earlier than sixty days after adoption.  A detailed timeline for the project will be 
prepared in Task 1.

Monthly Report 
 Updates  

a. Paradise Irrigation District (PID) – PID will be considering changing the rules at the lake to allow swimming.  This 
item is apparently scheduled for the October meeting.  

 Administrative and Visitor Services 
a. The application submission deadline for the Administrative Assistant I position has closed and staff are going though 

applications and resumes and will set up interview for the second week in October.   

 Finance 
a. Routine Reports – Balance Sheet (Attachment A), Year to Date (YTD) Profit & Loss Budget vs. Actual (Attachment 

B), Monthly Profit & Loss (Attachment C), Investment and Reserve (Attachment D), and Meeder Investment Report 
(Attachment E). 

b. Impact Fees - For the month of Sep, the District received a total of $11,582.64 in impact fees.  

c. Investments –  

i. Five Star Bank Interest deposits: Investment Money Market = $4,448.74 and Grant Money Market = $1,863.01.   

ii. Meeder Investment: for the month of Aug, $89,073.88   

d. Updates – The 2021-22 Fiscal Audit is still in progress. Staff have been working on the requested information, some 
of the items requested by the auditor are quite time-consuming.  A series of Staff absences because of illness 
contributed to this delay. The next years audit should not take as long since most or the item will not be requested 
again.  

 Parks  
a. Lakeridge Park: PRPD maintenance staff have completed the clearing of the PRPD parcel adjacent to Lakeridge 

Circle in Magalia, future home to Lakeridge Park (Figures 1 through 4).  The California Conservation Corps (CCC) 
has committed internal funding resources for fuel reduction on 7-11 acres of the PID parcel leased by the District 
at Lakeridge Park.  The CCC crews will remove broom and other hazardous fuels, as well as fall dead, standing 
trees, and limbing up Oak stump sprouts. 

b. Grotto Bridge (Lower Bille Park Trail): Crews have started rebuilding the Grotto Bridge and lookout point. Estimated 
completion is the end of October. This area of Bille Park was severely damaged by the fire.  Like ALL other 
Campfire rebuilds, it will be better than before. (Figures 5 through 8) 

c. Moore Rd: One of the outfield lights was damaged when the wind broke a tree limb that fell and hit a light. We were 
able to rescue the light fixture safely, but unfortunately the light doesn’t work. MUSSCO lighting will be repairing 
the light as soon as possible. (Figures 9 through 11) 

d. Aquatic Pond:  The aerator (AKA the Fountain) in the pond wasn’t working due to an electrical issue. This is another 
great example of the District being able to save money, by performing repairs in house. (Figure 12 and 13) 

e. Camp Fire Rebuild – Staff have request pre-authorization and clarification on the following items but have not heard 
back from insurance:  

i. Reimbursement of costs associated with office space,

ii. Hiring a cooperative purchasing vendor (a Source Well Vendor) to provide quotes on the aquatic center, and  

iii. Putting out an RFP for a design build for the shop facility.  

Staff have reached out to CAPRI for further information.   

f. Final Note: 90% of ALL the daily repairs and Campfire rebuilding has been done by the in-house maintenance staff. 
This is something I as the Park supervisor and all the rest of PRPD can be very proud of as we continue to improve 
parks and facilities for the residents we serve through parks residents can be proud of and that promote health, 
happiness and community.  

 Programs 
a. Youth Judo – The Spring Valley youth judo classes started up again in September with 34 children participating. 

This Concow class takes place on Tuesdays with the Paradise class happening on Wednesdays at the Terry Ashe 
Recreation Center.  

b. Aquatics – With the weather getting cooler and the numbers of participants declining, aqua aerobics came to an 
end on Friday, September 29. This very popular program began back on June 12 and averaged 18 participants 
per class. The aqua aerobics instructor will move to teaching dance fusion at the TARC. The Paradise High School 
and Home Tech Charter swim teams will continue practicing in the pool Monday through Friday until the end of 
October.  

c. Preschool – The Tiny Tots preschool program is up and running with 22 students participating. We recently hired 
two new leaders, as we had some turnover with staff in that program.  

d. Cross Country – The youth cross country running program began Thursday, September 28 at Bille Park. The 20 
children competed in races of various distances depending on their age group. The program continues through 
October 26. (Figures 14 and 15) 

e. Fall Family Fun Fest– It was another great year at Magalia Community Park for the Ridge Youth! Bounce houses, 
dunk tank, grazing goats, face painting, hot dogs, jousting, live music, and our very own Al McGreehan were on 
site with beautiful weather to bring community building recreation to the Upper Ridge. MCP served nearly 100 hot 
dogs raising over $400 for their community fund. Highlights included PRPD staff members JC and Cayleb dipping 
in the nearly frozen waters of the dunk tank, the live music from Lish Bills, and the enthusiastic grazing goats. 
(Figure 16) 

f. Elements Program 

i. Hatchet House – Participants enjoyed a teambuilding opportunity that included throwing sharp objects, getting 
to know one another, and welcoming new participants. (Figure 17) 

ii. Clubhouse Meeting – Participants discussed upcoming programming, reviewed the trip to BCEP, and 
strategized towards the implementation of social media and outreach campaigns.  

iii. BCEP Excursion – Birding, natural history, and beautiful weather greeted the participants for this excursion led 
by provider Jon Aull.  

g. Healing Trauma Through Nature Field Trips 

i. Mesa Vista School – Staff lead students on a hike at Paradise Lake enjoying shaded, cool weather and calm 
winds on the trail early in the month and then on a second field trip to the Upper Ridge, participants played 9 
holes of golf at the Magalia Community Park. (Figure 18) 

ii. Butte County Community School – Staff lead two classes of participants from the BCCS on kayaking field trips 
in September. Both trips experienced glassy water conditions and lite cloud cover. Great memories made on 
the lake! (Figure 19) 

h. Ridge Hiking Association – Hiking and kayaking! This month hikers not only hiked Paradise Lake trail but enjoyed 
PRPD kayaks afterwards. Hikers were excited to participate in both activities with a turnout of 25 people. Ridge 
Hiking Association has had a consistent flow of participants all year. People love to hike together. (Figure 20 and 
21) 

 Outreach and Development 
a. Butte Economy 2030 – Staff attended a North Valley Community Foundation (NVCF) workshop to see how our 

county can move toward greater alignment, improved communications, and enhanced cooperation among public 
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and private leadership. The meeting intended to set in motion contributions to further Butte County's future as a 
healthy, quality county by focusing initiatives and actions that will ensure continued economic stability and 
prosperity.  

b. Upper Ridge Community Council Meeting – Staff presented an update on Lakeridge Park and the Magalia Loop 
Trail projects.  Community members asked great questions and provided feedback on how to better communicate 
progress and anticipated timelines on the two Upper Ridge projects. 

c. Butte County Community Resilience Collaborative – Staff attended a kickoff meeting organized by North Valley 
Community Foundation and the American Red Cross to facilitate a Butte County Community Resilience 
Collaborative.  The Collaborative is a made up of numerous non-profit organizations and agencies serving 
residents of Butte County.  The goal of the Collaborative is to better coordinate sharing of resources and work 
together to better serve the community during and after emergency events in Butte County, and to foster human 
resilience needs to better equip residents of Butte County to bounce back from shocks, stressors and emergencies.  
The cross-organizational networking and solidifying partnerships also help to foster collaborative opportunities and 
make all organizations better prepared for grant funding opportunities.    

 Volunteer Program 
a. CSU, Chico Community Action Volunteer in Education (CAVE) – Staff has been in contact with CAVE to select 

PRPD has a host site for college students to volunteer long term or short term. We are on the wait list for long term 
host site that allows students to volunteer semester long. We are on the list for short term volunteering through 
CAVE Make A Difference Day. They have fall and spring weekend dates where CAVE mobilizes students and 
community members to participate in volunteerism for the day at different host sites.  

b. Fall Family Fun Fest – Volunteers helped with event set-up/take-down, and activity game stations. Staff appreciated 
the volunteer support and looking forward to having volunteer support next year.  

c. Community Microscope Days - Educational workshop offered to volunteers and the public to promote composting 
on the Ridge. The second community microscope of the year was full of participant engagement. Ten participants 
were asking questions, referencing personal concerns about their land and how to improve it, and brought 
composting samples of their own. A wide variety of interests and experiences were present which set the tone for 
great conversation on composting, soil biology, and overall forest health. Big shout-out to Camp Fire Restoration 
Project for bringing the high-tech microscope, and soil biology expertise! (Figure 22) 

 Project Development 
a. Lakeridge Building Funding – All of these items have been discussed over the past few months with the BOD, 

Finance and Recreation and Parks Committees, but Staff thought it would be helpful to have a summary review of 
the funding requests and strategies. The District has applied (3/2023) for funding from the California Department 
of Food and Agriculture CDFA Community Resilience Centers Program and also from the California Strategic 
Growth Council Community Resilience Centers Program Implementation Grant (9/2023).  The former indicated a 
“September” notification date, while the latter indicates a December notification date. We’ve not received any 
indication on when the “September” notification will be issued now that it is October. The District also explored the 
potential for a public sector loan, supplemented with District reserves. The collateralization exploration indicated 
that the District would qualify for approximately $3M.  A review of industry forecasts (for example the Mortgage 
Bankers Association or Fannie Mae) and consultation with financial institutions indicate some sentiment that 
interest rates may decrease later in 2024.   Therefore, Staff recommends awaiting the findings from the grant 
programs, before investing any time into the next steps for the loan.  

In addition, Staff wanted to note the distinction between the overall project completion (2028) and the timelines 
noted for planning purposes.  These are dynamic, complex projects with many steps outside of our control.  
Adjusting to changes will mean that our proposed timelines will change over the course of the project and flexibility 
will be advantageous to the District to maximize the use of outside resources. Taking the bigger picture view with 
the overall project completion in mind is a good approach.  

 Upcoming 
a. Community Halloween – PRPD will host the Community Halloween celebration on Saturday, October 28 from 6:00 

to 8:00pm at the Terry Ashe Recreation Center.
